During his post graduate year Brandon tendered offers from Auburn, DePaul, Minnesota, Louisville,
Providence and Wichita State.

Brandon Mobley, a 6-foot-9 combo-forward committed to Seton Hall after visiting Auburn, but his
decision came just a few days after taking an official visit to DePaul.

"It was tough but at the end of the day | did what my mom told me and followed my heart," Mobley
said. Mobley's official visit to Seton Hall came in early March when the Pirates hosted Marquette on
senior night. While the Georgia native said he connected with the players and the coaches, he was also
impressed with the fan support at the Prudential Center -- despite the fact Seton Hall was on spring
break.

Boid Buie, joined the Globetrotters in 1945, what made his career
special was Buie only had one arm and competed against fully able
body athletes while averaging 18 points per game as well as he

played on first international tour of Europe in 1952 for the trotters.

As recognition for their accomplishments The Tennessee House of
Representatives honored these pioneers of the game and most

unique player, with House Resolution No. 96 in the state Legislature.

Buie would go on to own his own team, The Harlem Stars in 1960.

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At 13, he lost his arm in an auto accident. Doctors told his
mother to prepare for the worst. This was particularly
devastating for her as she had already lost Boid’s twin
brother when they were 6 months old. Buie would
undergo 3 surgeries to ensure all of the gangrene was
gone. After his release from the hospital, Buie would have
months of rehabilitation (which was administered by his
mother and elder brother). Buie’s brother, Vannoy and his
mother Romaggie Teasly, would teach him how to live and
be self-sufficient with one arm. Buie had to relearn basic
tasks that we normally take for granted like, how to tie his

shoes, buttoning his shirt and how to keep and maintain
his balance.

Within a year, Buie’s mother ultimate goal of providing a
better life for her children came closer to reality when
Father Kemp of St. Peter’s High School in Little Rock,
Arkansas, discovered the brothers’ basketball and
academic prowess. Buie was team captain and would

average 14 points per game.

Remember, this accomplishment was an amazing feat, and
done with just one arm. The brothers gained attention
throughout the community with their basketball skills, and

For a guy who thought he'd only be spending

about five to eight minutes per game on the
floor while wearing the uniform of the nation's
most elite prep boys basketball team, the
experience was eye-opening for Keith
Hornsby.

As it turns out, he has evolved into much more
than just a garbage-time player for Oak Hill
Academy in Mouth of Wilson, a town in
southwest Virginia. Though he was waiting for
the bigwigs from programs in the Atlantic
Coast Conference, Big East and Southeastern
Conference to take notice, he knew that at
least he was on the radar map — by osmosis, if
nothing else.
